General 

Our aims through the Newsbrief and related website are to:


· Share information that promotes the premise that playing is a universal behaviour

· Provide a forum for exchange of ideas that:

· Recognise that international professional networking and relationship building encourages mutual support and promotes understanding

We will share material that meets these aims. 
· In addition to editing to fit within the style of the magazine, we reserve the right to edit the content of or reject material that:

· Is offensive, abusive or potentially litigious material

· Contains confidential information

· Is unsolicited advertising or similar information 
Submission

We welcome small items, short articles or longer papers (maximum 200 words, 500 words or 1,200 words inclusive respectively) on the themes agreed for Newsbrief. All contributions should be sent to the Communications Group by the deadline set within Newsbrief.

Submission should be electronically by email in a common word processing format: MS Word or similar, RTF, or plain text (not PDF please as items may be edited). All supporting images should be sent at the same time.

Preparing items

All documents must state a clear title, the author’s name, date of production and contact details. Ideally text should be ‘justified left’, using Arial or Calibri 12 point (as this text is). All titles and text emphases must be clear; bold is preferred to underscoring, though all articles will be edited to fit the ‘house style’. Italics may be used but sparingly, please.

Inclusive language should be used in the text wherever possible. Even in quotes that may be updated making clear any changes e.g. 

A child loves his[/her] play, not because it’s easy, but because it’s hard. 
Benjamin Spock

References – we have no definitive house style; though generally follow the Harvard Convention. Provided your style is consistent within the article, variations will be considered.

Submission of the document will be taken as confirmation that it is your work to share and that you are responsible for the views stated within the document.

Images

Photo files, graphics and tables may be sent as stable elements within documents, or may be in a separate BMP, JPG or TIFF format, ideally a minimum of 300 dpi and no larger than 2mb. Most images will be reproduced 80mm max in size (see example) so smaller files may easily comply with this standard.
